A day for family roots 
• Saturday you can 
pick up tips on how to 
trace your genealogy

LIVERMORE - If the idea of 
finding your family's roots has 
ever crossed your mind, the day 
to start digging may be Saturday. 

An all-day seminar for begin­
ners to super sleuths In family 
history research will be held from 
8:30 a.m. to 4 p.m. at the Church 
of Jesus Christ of Latter-day 
Saints, 1501 Hillcrest Ave. 

"This hobby is very addicting. 
We all have a history. We're all 
products of what happened previ­
ously," organizer Mary Lynne 
Horton of Livermore said. 

"There's a real thrill in finding 
a distant relative's name in a 
book or on an old census form 
and finding out what they did." 

Horton, 54, will teach one of 
20 clliferent classes designed to 

help amateur detectives ferret 
out clues. Classes range from 
how to begin, to preserving re­
cords and documents, writing a 
family history, and doing genea­
logy on a computer. 

Horton has 30 years of experi­
ence researching her family's 
past. She got hooked by finding 
old photos In a trunk while 
cleaning her grandmother's 
house. 

"I discovered that my father­
in-law won a purple heart In 
World War II, my great-grandfa­
ther was wounded In a Civil War 
battle and President Abraham 
Lincoln shook his hand, and my 
ancestor, Frances Cooke, came 
on the Mayflower,' Horton said. 

It's Important that young 
people become Interested in gen­
ealogy so they continue the re­
search, she said. 

"There are many shortcuts 
that a person should learn before 
using all the resources avail­
able," said Codle Ridgewell, 52, of 
Livermore. 

The church Is co-sponsoring 

the event with the Livermore­
Amador Genealogical Society. 
Registration at the door is $5 per 
family and will fund the genealog­
Ical society. 

The genealogical society will 
have a mobile trailer in the 
church parking lot IDled with arti­
facts and history of the Livermore 
Valley. Displays Inside the 
building will feature a visual time 
line beginning with 16th century 
Immigrations to the United 
States through the present. 

Memorabilia from wars, the 
Great Depression and other his­
torical events will add a personal 
touch to family history research. 
A variety of computers and 
software written just for genealo­
gists will be demonstrated and 
will be available for hands-on ex­
perience throughout the day. 

More than 100 people have 
pre-registered for the seminar, 
and at least 50 more are 
expected. Homemade bread, a va­
riety of muffins, juices and milk 
will be served from 11 a.m. to 2 
p.m.
