One of the biggest challenges we face when writing family histories is how to turn
the bare facts into tales worthy of being read, but our ancestors were real people,
not just names, dates and places. We'll explore four different approaches that can
help us to understand them in the context of the time and place in which they
lived, and to look for unexpected clues in the information we’ve already gathered.
