Cemetery Records 

Nothing is kept on a county basis,ltIith the exception of records of 
service men. The cemeteries and any other records pertaining are kept b;y 
the townships clerks. If the cemetery is large enough the records may be in 
the chdrge of a sexton, caretaker, etc. 

Military Records 

Try the Adjutant GeneralIs Office. They are supposed to have an 
index entitled "Grave Registrations". It lists soldiers of/any war and gives 
birth and nearest of kin. 

Census 

There have been no state census. Ohio \,TdS macJ.e a state in H.l03 and 
the first federal census Has taken in 1810, but "d.S destroyed by fire in the 
~lar of 1812. The federal censuses were taken on a township basis et.nd the 1820 
census is complete except for Franklin and \.Jood counties. The Temple Library 
was the 1820 through lS80 censuses availdble on microfilm. 

Mortality Schedules are deposited at the Ohio State Library. Voterls 
lists exist for 1'79[) and 1799. Tax lists for 1804, 1806, 1810, 181'7 and 1838 
are at the Ohio Historical Society and the State Auditorls Office. The early 
tax lists are very good .Cor finding people ,.,rho spent only a few years in Ohio 
and missed the federal census.
