The population of Scotland and Northern Ireland today is less than 7
million combined. Yet, the number of people worldwide with an ancestry
from those areas is estimated between 70-90 million. Chances are you or
someone’s genealogy that you are working on has roots from there. This
presentation will provide information to assist in Scottish genealogy
research.

(LDS) Church. L-AGS does however partner with the Livermore LDS Family
History Center (FHC) for various non-denominational genealogical events
such as educational seminars, guest speakers, indexing projects and
special interest groups. LDS facilities at their 950 Mocho Street, Livermore
complex are often used for these. Note: The entrance is in the front of the
building on the right—there is a sign on the door. If the parking in front of
the building is full, there is a large parking lot in the rear of the building.

Photographs, when
scanned, should be in either .jpg or .tif format.

Finally, feel free to provide a headshot and short bio (50-60 words) about
yourself with an email address. Your headshot and bio will be placed at the
end of your article so that members, readers, and unknown relatives can
easily contact you.
